III. Salt Lake Count Reports

a. Sherriff Department Report – Detective Mark Wooten replaces Mike Cupello who was promoted. Shut down Internet Gambling at local Internet café. Crime reports at crimereport.com

b. East Side Township representative – Rita Lund – Legislature in session. SB 253 - ACCT opposed bill for deputies. HB 233 County Council opposes. SB48 is being talked a lot about. Money from school district. SB 85 Tax on restaurants to aid in advertizing

c. Mayor report – Bev Uipi – 11 sidewalks to be improved or installed in 2008. Snow plow painting contest – grade schools May 20 – contest. Call for volunteers at the Criminal Justice Center – clerical work.

d. County Council – Mark Crockett – Town Hall Meeting. Preview of different positions that will be presented at Town Hall Meeting. Fire station is to move to 1910 E 3300 S and open up space on Evergreen as part of the community center.
