Re-zone of 3393 E. Upland Drive R1-8 to R4-8.5

Dear Council members,

The East Mill Creek Community Council and its community members recommend denial of the subject application based on the following policies adopted by Salt Lake County: 

A) Salt Lake County Planning Goals and Policies, November 2003, Residential Development Policies state:
1. “The traditional single family neighborhood will remain as the predominant housing style sharing common characteristics such as style, density, and in general, a common lifestyle distinguishing it from other areas of the community.”
2. “Protect low-density residential neighborhoods from incompatible uses.  Vacant land in the interior of low-density areas should be developed with housing of similar design, mass and density.  More intense uses or traffic from more intense uses should not intrude into low-density neighborhoods.

3. “Encourage a wide variety of housing types, densities and styles dispersed throughout the county in appropriate areas.”

4. Ensure that affordable housing and opportunities for persons with special needs are provided throughout the County.  Support the maintenance of existing housing stock for continued residential use rather than conversion to other uses.

Implementation Strategies state:

1. Adhere to the Salt Lake County General Plan and zoning ordinance ……

2.  Continue to work closely with residents, community councils, local business leaders, and other local and regional governmental entities to deal with issues of mutual concern.
B)  Regional Growth Principles and Objectives state:
1. “Strengthen sense of community:

a. Preserve environmental, cultural, and historical assets.

b. Promote unity and cohesiveness while valuing diversity.

c. Avoid physically dividing communities”.

2. “Provide housing for people in all life stages and incomes:

a. Encourage an adequate supply of moderately priced housing near regional job centers.

b. Encourage land use and housing policies to accommodate the need for a variety of housing types throughout the region.

c. Encourage housing and other development near transit to maximize the efficiency of the public transportation system.
Based on the demonstrated Community concerns and input, the East Mill Creek Community Council has voted to recommend a re-zone to R1-5 to limit the density and mass of buildings, as well as limit conditional uses to those more fitting to the existing neighborhood.  We appreciate the opportunity to provide you with the foregoing recommendation.
