General Plan:  

Community Councils have recommended and County has implemented open houses which have never occurred in the past. Final Draft of General Plan was finalized at the planning commission in July with the draft going to the SLCounty Council for approval. We as in EMCCC still have the ability to make a recommendation to the council instead of the planning commission. When the item was placed on the agenda, we were unaware that the plan already advancing. 
High Density Housing/Corridors (3900 S. I-215):
· Council defers to citizens

Citizen comment/question:

· Ted Taylor: One citizen wanted to know what our position as a council was.

· Debra Taylor:  Having a problem with the term “best practice.”  What are they outlining?  Does not want more urban planning.  We have plenty of commercial units.  Hope the agenda for this is not just high density housing.
· Dierdre Paulsen:  Involved in the petition for Upland Terrace, this is a suburban area, the majority of the people do not want corridors or high density housing (3900 S. I-215).

· Alan Peterson:  Involved in the petition after talking to 27 households 100% were against the high density housing.  Difference between rental properties and those who are home owners is huge.  The commitment to the community and unity is much different.

· Judy Urry:  Stands behind Dierdre’s position.  Concerned about the safety of our children.

· Glen Spencer:  Lived here since 1974, lives just off of 3900 S.  Speed limits are a concern, we don’t want to see the street widen.  Makes it more dangerous for our students walking to Skyline.  There are also a lot of churches.

· Ted Taylor:  Wants to reiterate what Glen said, can’t help but wonder if this is just a push to putting in more high density housing.  Concerned it will not help this community.

Scott:  There are some of his neighbors where they want high density housing for those who want to retire to a smaller home/PUD community. Some feel amenable to this.

The overwhelming majority of the community members in the room want this to come back to EMCCC for our recommendation.
Ryan:  Encourages everyone to go down to the County on Tues. to make their voices heard.
