The East Mill Creek Community Council reviewed and discussed the Salt Lake County Ordinance, Front Yard Parking Amendments, proposed amendments at our April 7th meeting.

These amendments set specific requirements regarding the parking of vehicles in the front and street side yard areas of residentially-zoned properties and make other related changes. In particular, new definitions for residential driveways and passenger, commercial, recreational and junk vehicles, as well as a new definition of junk exclusive of such vehicles, are proposed.
While we agree that this amendment appears to be needed regarding the parking of vehicles in the front and street side yard areas of residentially-zoned properties, we had  the following questions:

     When ….. must be located behind the front line … and screened from view from 
     public streets or neighboring properties within a building or opaque fence.’

--The Council had a question on the set back and that appears to be defined here; however, if the vehicle is parked on the side of the building, it will be seen from the street unless in an enclosure or behind an opaque fence.
   - 19.80.030 – C 
     The maximum width of a parking surface or residential driveway in the R zones may 

     not exceed 24 feet.
