Minutes for Approval: Judd makes a motion to approve minutes for May 1st meeting, Stewart seconds (Anna Clare Shepherd, Judd Jones,  Mike Lookinland, Blake Keithley, Stewart Woodruff, and Kurt Zimmerman, Susan Astle voted unanimously “aye,” Kathy Swift abstained from voting.

Minutes for April 15th special meeting minutes, Mike makes a motion, Keith seconds  (Kathy Swift, Anna Clare Shepherd,  Judd Jones,  Mike Lookinland, Blake Keithley, Stewart Woodruff, and Kurt Zimmerman, Susan Astle vote “aye”)

Deputy Lutz North of the Sheriff’s Dept.:

-Traffic accidents have dropped by 20%

-Burglaries have dropped from 15 to 2 in May

Rita Lund:

-East Millcreek is getting a new fire station

-Millcreek is getting ANOTHER fire station 3900 S. 900 E.
-Exploratory Committees have been formed, they are moving along, collecting information.  Sept. 17th a Townhall meeting will be up at Skyline with their findings, survey results will be coming out about the same time.

-Frustration expressed over the survey; feelings that exploratory committees should’ve presented BEFORE the survey; didn’t know what they were voting on

Kim Clark:

3300 UDOT- Consultant. Innovate 80; basically they are resurfacing and rebuilding bridges up and down I-80 (anyone noticed it yet?). It is also going up to Lamb’s Canyon and Parley’s  Aug. 8th and 9th westbound will be closed.  Aug. 16th 17th East bound will be closed.  Other project is Kimball Junction.  Adding a lane. I-84 is also under construction.  It is restricted down to one lane.  3300 S. bridge is being built by Olympus Hills.  They will be making concrete on site there for another 18 months. Aug. 23 the bridge will be taken down and then it will be replaced on the same day. Beginning Aug. 25 3300 will be closed for 2 weeks. EMC Citizen Comments:
John Cory:  Requests that EMCCC does not sponsor an incorporation petition before the results of the survey are found.  There is a member from this council on each exploratory meeting, to understand what the citizens are doing. 
Pat Cory:  We need to respectful of the processes of the County.  Make sure we make things legitimate following the track required by the County.
Kevin Flynn:  (Owner of the small strip mall on 2300 S.)  Sidewalk coming on the west side on 2300 E. Worries that there is not a coordinated plan with the sidewalk and the new trail that is going to back to the park in conjunction with the new Community Center.  Wants to avoid too much construction.  Top of the parking lot has been landscaped, and now the sidewalk is going through the landscaping.  Is it possible to have the sidewalk go around it?

Ben McAdams:  With Mayor Becker, wants to know of our desire to be annexed with Salt Lake City.  He is a liaison, and is helping to put together the feasibility study.  Committed to making sure this is a local decision for Millcreek Township.

Bev Uipi:

-Question about sidewalk on Evergreen Ave. Stub outs for property owners who plan to develop?
Special Interest Group Influence:
-Anna Shephard makes a motion:  We as a Community Council will not make a determination about “special interest groups.”  We need to look at each issue as it comes up and examine individual issues based on its merit, and follow through as needed. Mike and Greg abstained, Stewart against, all other council members were in favor. Motion carries.
Zoning: Greg
-Discussed new development on Upland last meeting.  Our council voted it down, but the Zoning Commission didn’t care. In fact they would be interested in making the residential zoning discussed, commercial property.
-Sue Astle makes a motion:

Mr. Black’s application for rezone for property owner Leann Stihlman has a negative recommendation from this council.  The rezone should be known and approved by the residents that live in that neighborhood. (Approved unanimously by all Council Members).   Motion carries.
Infill Ordinance-Side Yard Requirements:
Blake makes a motion: That SL County will retain its current set back. Sue seconds the motion (Mike and Kathy are against, all the rest are for this motion-7 members). Motion carries.

Blake makes a motion: That SL County prohibit encroachment for alternative setbacks. (Kathy abstained, all the rest for this motion-8 members).  Motion carries.
Blake makes a motion: Limit the ridge height for alternative setbacks R-6 26ft.; R-8 28 ft. Anna Claire seconds (Kurt against, Kathy abstained, all the rests for this motion-7 members).  Motion carries.

Blake makes a motion: For the purpose of setbacks, demolition is defined as the removal of the foundation.  Anna Claire seconds ( Kurt, Judd, and Kathy opposed, all the rest for this motion-6 members).  Motion carries.

Blake makes a motion:   For the purpose of setbacks of irregular lots. SL County planning adopt the city of Holladay’s Circle method with the percentage adjusted to zone standards. Judd seconds the motion. 3 against, 6 for. Motion carries.
