County Reports:

Dept. Lutz: New reporting method.  One assault that was serious. Specifics need to be asked to Dept. Lutz prior to the EMCCC meetings.
Bev Uipi:  Emergency volunteers.  Timeline for redevelopment is available.  Domestic Fowl Ordinance, ordinance under animal services.  All information is available on mayor’s website.  All input on Domestic Fowl issue must be received by April 1st 2009. Stakeholders committee for culvert is being formed for Millcreek stream residents.

Rita Lund:  Community center is underway.  Meetings are talking to individual departments now.  Community center is focused on a ‘café idea.’ Emergency preparedness fair on April 25th possibly in parking lot of Home Depot. Movies in the Park posted on millcreektownship.org. House bill 141; billboard laws to change to allow more billboards and have unlimited height in Millcreek Township.  ACCT every Tues. at noon.
By-law amendment: Concerning Officers making statements, made in Jan.
MOTION: Stewart; accept the bylaws amendments as made by Nate.

VOTE: Passes unanimously.  Amendment adopted.

Citizen Forum:

Steve Luczack: Concerned with proposal, proposed height is much more strict in Holladay; Holladay is actually changing their zoning because it is too strict. 32’ 35’ 40’ is liveable. Neighbors against this change.

Jay Griffith:  Asking to support the proposal, feel it doesn’t go far enough.  It is a reasonable start. Seven homes have been overbuilt in the neighborhood and 2 of them are not even sold yet and are empty.

Drew Quinn:  Concerned about the restrictive proposals.  Home turned into halfway house because it was in bad repair.  If we have more restrictive zoning these homes will sit.

Jim Allred:  Fully supports the new standards.  The option B does allow for good height restrictions.  When I moved here my family fit well in the original homes.

Lucy Jordan (Canyon Rim):  Spokesperson for Buildwise Millcreek.  Bottom line they support the new proposal.

Julie Bagley:  Dealing with a bad build next to her.  Hard for people who are highly impacted.

George Odell (Canyon Rim):  Support the proposal.

Itha Rampton:  Urge the community council to make infill something we can live with.  Too many excesses.

Barbe Hansen (Olympus Cove):  Feels neighborhood’s definition is changing.  When you allow massive changes, you lose the neighborhood feeling.  Support the proposal.  

Alrene Sawitzke:  Built a second story, family was growing—wanted a more modern standard.  Bigger homes increase the property value.  

Sidney Johnson:  Encourage the opposition of this proposal.

Robert Gallagher: For the proposal, there is a giant vacant home next to him that he dislikes.

Lori Wilkinson: Please oppose this, we may be moving, my family is going to either add on or leave.

Kristi Matheson:  Wants younger families to stay, maybe things need to be more reasonable, opposed to giant homes, but things change.

Coleman Hacket:  Opposes this proposal.  People in Holladay are having a hard time.  Lose tax values and families who want to build.
Reid Mansen:  Owns a few homes, encourages us to oppose this proposal. There should be some amending, but not this.

Craig Ward:  Five kids in three bedroom home, need to add on or move.  If this is too restrictive, he opposes this proposal.
