Re:  Millcreek General Plan  

Dear Members of the Salt Lake County Council:

At the regularly scheduled East Mill Creek Community Council meeting Aug. 6, 2009, in order to provide more time for public comment to be heard it was decided that EMCCC would take action as desired via an on-line motion and vote.   Based on public comments and deliberations of EMCCC, the following recommendation is submitted for consideration:

The design and implementation of a General Plan has a significant and long-term impact on all residents of our Township, and thus requires a thorough hearing by the public prior to implementation.  Although there were a number of meetings where the public had a chance to comment on the draft plan, the final plan was decided by the County Planning Staff and the Millcreek Planning Commission, and has not had the wider public attention that we feel is necessary.  

Therefore, the East Mill Creek Community Council recommends that the Salt Lake County Council delay voting on the Millcreek General Plan until the County and the various Community Councils have a chance to publicize the details of the plan to the public, to allow public feedback on the final plan to be brought to the attention of the County Council.

 
In addition, the East Mill Creek Community Council makes the following recommendations regarding the General Plan [Best Practices – Goals & Objectives] as proposed:

 
1.        No changes to current zoning to increase permitted housing density
2.        Do not make 3900 South or 2300 East into “commercial corridors”.                 Leave the zoning for these areas as-is.
