Justin Miller:  Community council input is heard and heeded (zoning changes denied in Millcreek 1000 east; zoning change in Highland Dr. and 4000 S., recommended approval by Millcreek).  Iwamoto is finally working on addresses to match in Emigration Canyon; consolidating addresses, working with postal service on this issue safety issue in fire department.  Animal services working with bully breeds, taking recommendations to send them through a course to bring down euthanasia rates on these dogs.  SB73 working to get this passed.

Dept. Lutz:  Increase in two areas: vandalism and car robberies.  Leaving objects of value need to be taken out of plain sight to discourage car robberies. There has been a bust on gambling. To report issues 801-743-7000.

Bev Uipi:  Few board openings: (1) Kearns, (2) Copperton, and (1) Board of Adjustments (anyone in the county can apply for Board of Adjustments; all others must reside in respective area). Applications are due to Glen Cox at Parks and Rec. by March 15th. Still no date for Millcreek Stream, planning sometime in April.
