Deputy Lutz North of the Sheriff’s Dept., introduced Captain Samson, Lieutenant Gray, and his immediate Supervisor, Scott Van Wagoner.  

Incorporation of a change, stats will now be put on a PDF file and sent to the webmaster and we will save paper.  Crime stats for February were very good, i.e. cut in half compared to last month.  

There have been leads on the individuals doing the graffiti.  It is believed that they don’t live in the area.

Det. North asked what kind of a police presence would be requested to the Mill Creek Movie Night.  Police presence or visibility.  Kathy Swift will follow up on this with Det. North.

Rita Lund:

West Mill Creek RDA going through.  Moved along to next phase.

Moving of the fire station was put into bond.  To move to the old clock shop.

Passes her time to Phil Riesen to talk about the legislative session that just ended.

Bev Uipi:

Compatible housing ordinance, submit to Tom Schaefer and Planning Commission.

Money for EMCC, $6460 for admin and $6933 for special projects.

March 18th, Townhall meeting at Skyline High School (HB40)

Leslie Riddle:

Procedural protocol, council membership must have 11-13 and we have two vacant seats.  Blake Keithley and Mike Lookinland have requested to be on the East Mill Creek Community Council.  Of the two positions open, one ends in 2008 and one ends in 2010.  We decide to flip a coin to see who gets which vacancy.  Nate Laver makes motion that we fill both seats tonight.  Judd Jones seconds the motion.  All in favor.  Nate Laver makes motion that we fill the vacancies with Mike and Blake and flip coin to see who gets which vacancy.  All in favor.  Blake Keithleys term will expire 2010 and Mike Lookinland’s term will expire this November 2008.

Ron Johnson:

Handout to the council.  He is concerned about how the name Millcreek/Mill Creek is used.  He gives us a history of the name.  Greg Offerman makes motion to write a letter to the SL County Council to adopt East Mill Creek as 3 words and adopt that name for the Community Center.  Judd Jones seconds the motion and all in favor.

Phil Riesen:  Two of his bills passed the legislative session, one regarding getting $175,000 for testing of STDs and one for Mobile Home Legislation, renters will now be given 9 months notice to move their mobile homes if the property is sold and rents cannot be raised in that 9 months.

The Legislature raised teachers pay by $1700, raised sales tax by 0.05% (each democrat voted against it), measures to reduce classroom size were turned down, and passed equalization project that will raise taxes for Granite School District.

Zoning Issue:  Compatible Infill:  Planning Commission has asked for input by Thursday, March 20th 9AM.

Kurt Zimmerman makes a motion (see handout) and withdraws the motion because more discussion is needed.
