Deputy Lutz North of the Sheriff’s Dept.:

More burglaries this month.  Arrested an individual in this area who stole $25,000 worth of tv’s from the Riverton Wal-Mart.  Graffitti has been cut in half but traffic accidents are up.  Captain Samson retired and position will be filled soon.

Rita Lund:

-EMC Community Center Master Plan is 95% complete.  Both plans prices came out $500,000 of each other.  Cost will be about $17,000,000.  Next step, County Council will decide which plan and where the money will come from.

-Potholes on 3300 South.  Questar will be finishing in June and then Salt Lake County will go in and do water work and then refinish the road in July.  1300 East and further east will only be patchwork for awhile

-Suggests that when we get the new EMC Library and Recreation Center that we have an honor roll in chronological order (including the other councils, Canyon Rim, Mill Creek, and Mt. Olympus).  Rita Lund suggests we take care of this when the architect starts in the next phase.  Kurt Zimmerman makes motion that a permanent plaque be installed in the foyer of the new building with the aforementioned names.  Sally Kaiser 2nds and motion passes unanimously.

Harold Lamb:


-Concerns about the vacancy on the Board.
